OBJECTIVE D

Maintain and improve the quality, operation, and integrity of bikeway and walkway network
facilities.

Objective D Policy Actions:

1. Undertake routine maintenance of bikeway and walkway network facilities, such as sweeping
bicycle lanes and sidewalkstaminingback encroachinggetation.

2. Undertake regular inspection and periodic maintenance of bicycle and pedestrian facilities such
as striping, signing and surface conditioediocesafety issues for users.

3. Ensure that construction projects minimize disruptidhe cycling and walking environment
and that safe, direct alternate routes are signed in advamsgrattiorfor the duration of the
project. All projectsindertakerby outside agencies should be coordinated with the Town to
ensure compliance withis policy.

4. Ensure that repair or construction of any transportation facility does not result in the permanent
removal of an existing bicycle or pedestrian facility.

5. Ensure that the pedestrian walkway network is accessible to, and usable by, persons with
disabilitiesvhere feasible
OBJECTIVE E

Provide short and long-term bicycle parking and endof-trip facilities in employment and
commercial areas, in multitamily housing, at schools, and at transit facilities.

Objective E Policy Actions:

1. Consider requirgbicycle parking spaces as part of new development or redevelopment projects
as feasible

2. Encourage the installation of shamhd longterm public bicycle parking iand aroundhe
Downtown area.

3. Work with local schools to promote bicycle commutingoaaskist in purchasing and installing
long and shorterm bicycle parking.

4. Require the provision of bicycle parking at all -fesmitted large events to hegmuce
automobildraffic and parking.
