A new drainage gutter is planned for construc-
tion on El Camino Bueno, and various other curb and
gutter replacements and repairs are scheduled through-
out Town. In addition to these roadway and drainage
projects, the Ross Common pathways and walkways are
scheduled to be completely repaved after the 4™ of July
holiday. The Laurel Grove Safe Pathways project may
start later in the Fall, but construction for the other
projects will likely begin in mid to late Summer so keep
on the lookout for email notifications as we move clos-
er to Summer.
